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SARA FLECK LORD 

Sara was raised in a small town called Stromsburg, Ne-

braska or ñThe Swedish Capital of Nebraskaò and is the 

youngest of four children.  At age 4, she sustained a closed 

head injury and at age 6 was given the diagnosis of cere-

bral palsy.    Cerebral refers to the brain and palsy to a dis-

order of movement or posture.  It is not progressive, com-

municable, or hereditary.  Her disability most obviously 

affects her speech, fine coordination and balance, but it 

doesnôt stop her from doing tasks or activities -- she just 

does things in different way and uses  more tools than 

most people do. 

She graduated from high school in 1977;  she attended 

college with assistance from Nebraska Department of 

Education Vocational Rehabilitation Services (Voc. Re-

hab.) and graduated from the University of Nebraska-

Lincoln in May 1984 with a Bachelor of Arts degree in 

English Literature and a minor in Art History.   

After graduating from college, she worked with her Voc. 

Rehab. Counselor to find and/or develop reasonable ac-

commodations (modification or adjustment to a job or the 

work environment) that would allow her to perform the 

essential job functions of a Case Advocate,  and she was 

hired in 1985 by Nebraska Advocacy Services.  As Case 

Advocate, she acted as a coordinator between clients and 

the members of the agenciesô  Legal Advocacy Team,  and 

under the supervision of Staff Attorneys maintained a 

caseload of clients requiring non-legal advocacy assistance 

and support.  

While working as Americans with Disabilities Act & Dis-

ability Rights Specialist with an independent living center 

called the League of Human Dignity in Lincoln, Nebraska, 

she met her husband, Sam Lord, and they were married on 

April 21, 1996.   

She was raised a Lutheran and was baptized as an infant, 

attended Sunday school and church on a regular basis with 

her mother and was confirmed in the Lutheran church.  

After her confirmation, which coincided with the death of 

a friend, she stopped attending church. 

During her 20's-30's her spiritual beliefs wavered between 

being atheistic, agnostic, paganistic, and romantic.  At this 

time most of her ñspiritualò activities involved reading self

-help books.  One of the self-help books she read was Nor-

man Vincent Pealeôs The Power of Positive Thinking 

which is a book about living life with the daily application 

of Christian principles.  She began reading the Bible daily 

and after reading John 9:1-3, where Jesus is asked about 

the man born blind, and says "this happened so that the 

work of God might be displayed in his life . . . ,ò she 

committed her life to Christ.   

They were invited to St. Markôs by her in-laws, Nate 

and Sondra Lord, in 2004, and she eventually joined 

the church.  During the Great Vigil of Easter, on April 

15, 2006, at Christ Church Cathedral, Sam was reaf-

firmed and she was received into the Episcopal Church 

by Bishop Gulick.  Both she and Sam are regular atten-

dees at St. Markôs Saturday evening service.  In addi-

tion, Sara is currently in the process of cataloguing and 

reorganizing the archives at church. 

CONNIE MENDEL 

Connie was born in Louisville and has lived here for 

most of her life excluding the time she spent away, at-

tending the University of South Carolina, where she 

received a BS in Biology and Marine Science 

Professionally, she has worked for 13 years with the 

Louisville Metro Department of Public Health & Well-

ness.  Currently she is serving as an administrator, 

where she oversees the cityôs environmental health di-

vision budget and programs; including restaurant and 

public facility inspections, hazardous material re-

sponse, mosquito control and childhood lead poisoning 

prevention. She serves on the Board of Directors for 

Kentucky WMD/ Haz-mat Region Six and was previ-

ously a board member with the Louisville Ski Club.

During Lent, we are invited to spend time in ñself-

examination and repentance.ò  As we turn inward to 

examine our own hearts, we are helped by the poetry 

of the Psalms, especially by the Psalms of Lament, 

typically read in worship during Lent and Holy Week.

An Introduction to Centering Prayer 

On February 6, 2010, St. Markôs will host an Introduction 

to Centering Prayer Workshop from 9:30 am to 3:00 pm.  

Sally Lambert, our workshop leader, has been involved in 

Centering Prayer since attending a workshop several years 

ago with the Rev. Tom Ward, Chaplain Emeritus at the 

University of the South. She has led numerous retreats and 

workshops on Centering Prayer and is on the Leadership 

Committee of Contemplative Outreach of Kentucky. 

Centering Prayer is a method of silent prayer that prepares 

us to receive the gift of contemplation: the experience of 

Godôs presence within us.  Centering Prayer traces its 

roots to the mysticism of the Desert Mothers and Fathers 

in the earliest days of Christian tradition.  St. John of Cas-

sian wrote about such a practice learned from Father Isaac 

in the Fourth Century. It was also the subject of the four-

teenth- century book, ñThe Cloud of Unknowingô, which 

was written in Middle English by an unknown author. 

In more recent times the work begun by Thomas Merton, 

Cistercian Monk and author of ñ The Seven Story Moun-

tainò in 1946, was continued by Thomas Keating, Basil 

Pennington, and William Meninger, also Cistercians, who 

sought to make this type of prayer available to those out-

side of convents and monasteries, and indeed, outside 

the confines of the Roman Catholic tradition. 
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signified by a public affirmation of the Baptismal 

vows, prayer, and the laying on of hands by the 

Bishop. 

Anyone, youth or adult, who is interested in confirma-

tion, reception, renewal of baptismal vows, or baptism 

should join the Catechumenate Class. 

Classes will include an overview of the history of An-

glicanism and of the Episcopal Church, as well as a 

look at the Book of Common Prayer, the Sacraments, 

and the Baptismal Covenant. 

Classes will meet periodically throughout the Winter 

and Spring.

Shrove Tuesday 

Shrove Tuesday is the day immediately before Ash 

Wednesday, named for the ñshriving,ò or confessions 

and absolutions that are traditionally performed on 

that day. It is also known as Mardi Gras, or ñFat Tues-

day,ò for those who prepare for Lent by making sure 

time with four different Psalms of Lament, as we allow 

their imagery to speak to our own minds, hearts and souls.

Catechumenate:  

Preparation for Baptism 

(and Confirmation, Reception, or Renewal) 

 

What is Baptism? Baptism is the rite of full initiation, by 

water and the Holy Spirit, into membership in the Chris-

tian church. 

What is Confirmation? Confirmation is the rite in which 

we express our faith and commitment to Christ, and 

through prayer and the laying on of hands by the Bishop, 

receive strength from the Holy Spirit to continue a life of 

faith and commitment. Confirmation preparation consists 

of a period of study and the reaffirmation of baptismal 

vows. 

What is Reception? Reception is the rite of affiliation 

with this part of the body of Christ (the Episcopal 

Church), by the public affirmation of faith and the laying 

on of hands by the Bishop, for those who have previously 

received the sacrament of confirmation in another part of 

the body of Christ. 

What is Renewal? Renewal is the rite, for those who have 

been Baptized and Confirmed, in which we express a re-

newed commitment to the Baptismal vows. Renewal is 
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as the birth or adoption of a child.  It can also comfort 

us during sad times, like an illness or the loss of a loved 

one.  In 2010, our committee is seeking to expand our 

role at St. Markôs by assisting with the casserole and 

bread ministries along with continuing the Lenten se-

ries dinners and various celebratory occasions through-

out the year. 

The Fellowship Through Food committee will meet in 

the kitchen following Church school on Sunday, Janu-

ary 24, to prepare casseroles for parishioners with life 

changing events and loaves of bread for church new-

comers.  We will also prepare soups for the Lenten 

Dinner series after Church School on Sunday, February

Ash Wednesday follows Mardi Gras, 

ñFat Tuesday,ò or Shrove Tuesday.  

The name Ash Wednesday derives from the traditional 

rite of that day in which the celebrant makes the sign of 

the cross on the foreheads of worshipers, using ashes 

made from palm leaves left over from the preceding Palm 

Sunday celebration.

Every Member Canvass 

To enable the Vestry to create a budget for 2010, St. 

Markôs has been collecting pledges.  To date, there 

have been 108 pledges received.  Of these, 37 pledges 

represented an increase over 2009; 51 were the same 

as last year; 8 were decreases, and there have been 12 

new pledges.  The total pledged thus far is $294,266. 

In 2008, the parish had 119 pledges for a total of 

$361,255, and in 2009 there were 118 pledges for a 

total of $310,823. 

Based on the past two years, it would appear that ap-

proximately 10 to 12 pledges are still outstanding.
